NAESCO Meeting Brings Together Private- and Public-Sector Energy Efficiency Leaders From Across the Midwest
NAESCO’s June 2012 Meeting in Milwaukee to Offer Insight on Current Policy Initiatives Moving the Regional Market Toward Pursuit of More Aggressive  Energy Efficiency Investment 
The National Association of Energy Service Companies (NAESCO) will host its Mid-West Regional Meeting on June 7, 2012 at the Hotel Pfister in Milwaukee, Wisconsin.  The workshop entitled “Putting the Pieces in Place to Accelerate Energy Efficiency Investment” will examine the evolving role of energy efficiency in a region where awareness and investment in energy efficiency is beginning to expand. 
Terry E. Singer, Executive Director of NAESCO said “There have been recent notable regional successes in making public buildings more energy efficient. As the energy efficiency marketplace expands, we expect to see a strong utility commitment in the region to pursuing energy efficiency as the ’first resource in the loading order.’” The meeting will examine existing regional energy efficiency mandates and investment levels and address the impact of the economic downturn on the political will to pursue aggressive energy efficiency policies and programs.
